As such, exposure to wrap
platforms is a logical extension. Novia, with its transparent charging, was a natural choice.”

Bill Vasilieff, CEO of Novia, comments: “Platforms are making the use of specialist
discretionary portfolio managers much easier for IFAs; as previously one of the inhibitors
for their use was the ability to manage information — both for the IFA practice and for
reporting to clients. Myddleton Croft’s pragmatic approach to investments sits very well on
our platform as the investment style is pure logic and our technology complements this
perfectly.”
